Essential/Key Critical Questions:

How can we be good friends to each other?
How do we show respect? 
Student Learning Goal:

Today you are going to:

Be asked questions about the meaning of “Stick and Stone”. “What does it mean to make fun of someone?” “How do you think Stone felt when Pinecone made fun of him?” “What kind of friend is Stick?” “What do you wonder?” I will chart your responses.

You will draw me two examples of ways you can stick by your friends to help make our classroom a positive community using the paper and markers in front of your seats. I am going to be watching for attentive listening and mutual respect.
Necessary Prior Knowledge, Skills, and/or Previous Lesson:
Be able to focus on a 5 minute read aloud.
Be able to draw/write/verbally communicate their learning. 
Be comfortable sharing their text connection in a variety of ways.
Instructional Strategies: 
Read Aloud, class discussion, independent work using visuals and word walls to demonstrate text connections. 
Teacher Assessment: 
Ask the children to make meaning from the text through the use of provocative questions. Chart the children’s responses.

Have children connect the text to our classroom community by drawing/writing two examples of how to stick by their friends using template. 
Get students to express their examples in a variety of ways that support the learning of all students. 
Students are demonstrating mutual respect and attentive listening throughout.

Activity will be implemented in classrooms using both the carpet and tables. The tables will be set up prior to reading the book so they are reading for the children to work at.  I will provide activities for children to do independently as some children will finish more quickly than others.  This will provide me with time to work independently or in small groups with children requiring extra support.



	
	Part 3: Lesson Design (3-Part Lesson)

	Introduction:

Groupings:


	Minds On (Before):                                                  Estimated Time: 2 Minutes
Students will sit on the carpet and listen to the teacher Read Aloud: Stick and Stone by Beth Ferry and Tom Lichtenheld. 
Check for understanding by: watching for attentive listening and mutual respect when reading “Stick and Stone.”
Full group.

Action (During):                                                       Estimated Time: 7 Minutes
Today you are going to:

Be asked questions about the messages in “Stick and Stone”. 
I will chart your responses.

I am going to be watching for attentive listening and mutual respect.
Guided discussion:
Ask children: 

“What does it mean to make fun of someone?” “How do you think Stone felt when Pinecone made fun of him?” “What kind of friend is Stick?” “What do you wonder?” 
I will chart the children’s questions/wonders/ and responses. 
I will model attentive listening and mutual respect throughout the lesson.

Debrief/Consolidation (After):                          Estimated Time: 15
Explain to children: 
You will draw me two examples of ways you can stick by your friends to help make our classroom a positive community using the paper and markers in front of your seats.

I will demonstrate how to use the template by drawing my own picture and labelling it in the writing space provided before sending children to independent work.
After providing instructions: Thumbs up, Thumbs down to check for understanding. 

I will send children to their work stations and ask them to draw two pictures of ways they can stick by their friends. Various pictures from the story will be available at the work stations to help students with recalling the story and assist visual learners. Each student will get a template to use for their writing assignment. Common words from the book will also be at each table to assist with independent writing. I will circulate room during practice and provide extra supports to students who require it. 

Lesson Extension/Homework/Future Responsibilities:
Ask children to explain their picture using a variety of techniques (writing on their own, writing with support, or orally.)  
Display children’s work on bulletin board. 
Create a kindness board where children can write or draw special messages of kindness for their friends. 

	Part 4: Teacher Reflection:


	Teacher Reflection and Future Planning:

This lesson begins by focusing on the hurt Stick experiences from Pinecone’s bullying. It shows the hate and evil in the world and the feelings one might feel being excluded. This hate and evil is soon countered by Stick who befriends Stone and sticks up for him wherever they go. This friendship places importance on the goodness of God’s creations (Institute of Catholic Education, 1996). By exploring a topic related to friendship, respect and community, I believe the lesson fosters “God’s warmth, tenderness and mystery” (Canadian Catholic Trustees’ Association, 2011, p. 12) while also “guarding against the hardening of the heart” (Canadian Catholic Trustees’ Association, 2011, p. 14) through discussions of empathy and compassion. This lesson also offers a call for peace and justice, a call for a loving and respectful community. This process will vary for each student, but will increase self-esteem and support each child as they work to make connections to their faith (Institute of Catholic Education, 1996). 

As an educator, this quote from Building Bethlehem Everywhere truly speaks to my beliefs as an educator learning the Catholic faith and what I want to bring to each classroom I am able to teach in. "It is our ageless desire in Christ to let no person be held at bay from the love of God because they fear their weakness will find no welcome. It is also our greatest care that none are separated from the love of Christ, because we failed to build a Bethlehem that could welcome their weakness. In this sense, every school we have ever built must become Bethlehem" (Canadian Catholic Trustees’ Association, 2011, p. 60).

Did the lesson achieve the goals? Evidence?

I did not implement this activity as I was unable to complete a practicum in November.
Would the students understand and articulate the connections to faith?

I think the students would be able to articulate the connection if I ended the lesson with a prayer that related to our roles within our communities to practice kindness, forgiveness and love. This idea of loving all of God’s creations begins with the creation of a safe and faith based community within the classroom.
