· You will then draw me two examples of ways you can stick by your friends to help make our classroom a positive community using the paper and markers in front of your seats. 
· I am going to be watching for attentive listening and mutual respect.</small>

· I will chart the children’s questions/wonders/ and responses. 
· I will demonstrate how to use the template by drawing my own picture and labelling it in the writing space provided in front of the whole group before they work independently. <small>

· After reading the book and having a discussion about the text, the children will be sent to their work stations and asked to draw two pictures of ways they can stick by their friends. Various pictures from the story will be available at the work stations to help students with recalling the story and assist my visual learners.
· Ask children to explain their picture using a variety of techniques (writing on their own, writing with support, or orally telling the teacher).
